Dear Shipmates and Families, 

In an effort to keep our Mine Warfare Community abreast of the latest information, I want to notify you that the Department of Defense has terminated the temporary relocation order (Safe Haven) effective 12 Sep 04.  This means that no families will be returning to Bahrain. The Navy Family Service Center Relocation Specialists are busy contacting those family members still in Safe Haven and requesting that they declare a “designated place” as their permanent residence.  I have included a new set of Questions and Answers and copies of the declaration forms that spouses have received.  If you are not contacted within the next few days, please send an email to PNCS Cassell at: gary.cassell@navy.mil.

We currently have 40 Mine Warfare families in Safe Haven located in 17 U.S. states and 3 foreign countries.  Of those in Safe Haven, approximately 30 families have expressed their desire to join their spouses in Ingleside TX.  My staff and the local coastal bend community stand ready to serve you in whatever manner necessary to make your transition as smoothly and safely as possible.  In spite of Web Site technical difficulties, we will continue to post information and updates to this website and will stay in contact by mail for those of you who do not have access to your own computer.   Please make sure that your contact information remains up to date with my staff.  We encourage you to call us at anytime at 1-866-315-3046 should individual family situations dictate. 

Please feel free to keep the dialogue going with my staff points of contact and we will work together to help you through this current situation.  Thank you for your patience and understanding during this troubling time.
