PER DIEM

As a command sponsored dependent in an evacuation status, you are authorized per diem allowances for 30 consecutive days beginning the date you arrive at your safe haven.  Dependents 12 years of age and older are authorized the full per diem rate while those under 12 years of age are authorized not to exceed 50 percent of the prescribed per diem rate.

After the 30-consecutive-day period expires, the per diem allowance rate is computed for not to exceed another 150 days at 60 percent of the per diem prescribed for the safe haven area for ages 12 and older and at 30 percent of the prescribed safe haven area for dependents under 12 years of age.

Please note:  Situations may arise which the reduced rate does not cover additional costs involved in maintaining you and your family at the safe haven.  If this occurs, please contact us immediately for further instructions by calling 1-866-315-3046.  Please be prepared to provide actual daily cost figures for lodging, meals and incidental expenses and any other pertinent information concerning your additional expenses and circumstances.

HOW TO FIGURE PER DIEM ALLOWANCE PAYABLE

1.  Per Diem allowance will start on the first day when the individual arrives at his/her designated safe haven location.

a.  Payable to all dependents in an evacuation status.






b.  Per Diem will be paid to all dependents in the evacuation status for a maximum 180 consecutive days.

2.  Individual per diem rates for the first 30 days will be paid as follows:

a.  Dependents age 12 years or older are authorized full per diem rate for the designated safe haven location.

b.  Dependents under the age of 12 years are authorized 50% of the per diem rate for the first 30 days.

3.  Individual per diem rates after the first 30 days will be paid as follows:

a.  Dependents ages 12 years or older are authorized 60% of the per diem rate for the designated safe haven location.
b.  Dependents under the age of 12 years are authorized 30% of the per diem rate.
EXAMPLE #1:








A member's spouse, one child 12 years or age and one child under 12 were evacuated from an overseas location to a safe haven location in the United States. 

a.  The maximum per diem rate applicable at the designated safe haven location was $99 consisting of:

$38 for Meals &Incidental Expenses
$61 for Lodging

$99 Total








b.  The actual lodging cost incurred at the safe haven location by the three dependents sharing one room was $70 plus $5.60 for lodging taxes.




In Example #1 above, the maximum daily per diem that would be paid to the dependents for the first 30 days would be:

Beginning on the 31st day per diem is paid at 60% (for dependents 12 years of age or older) and 30% (for dependents under 12 years of age) of the applicable per diem for the designated safe haven location.

These rates using the above example would be:

1.  M&IE:

(a) Dependents 12 years old and older   ($38.00 X 60% = $22.80)
(b) Dependents under 12 years of age   ($38.00 X 30% = $11.40)

 2.  LODGING:

(a) Dependents 12 years old and older   ($61.00 X 60% = $36.60)

(b) Dependents under 12 years of age   ($61.00 X 30% = $18.30)
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
