[bookmark: _GoBack]The JCWS 10 week Program will provide our students with an opportunity to critically analyze the complexities of working at the Operational Level of War. Lessons progress from Fundamentals of Unified Action, through Operational Design to Contingency and Crisis planning.  JCWS educates O-4s through O-6s in the art and science of joint, interagency, and multinational warfighting at the operational level of war as directed by the CJCS Officer Professional Military Education Policy. Students will be organized into 13-14 seminars with 16-19 students in each seminar.  For those of you attending the course soon, visit JFSC's Student Welcoming Information. This will help you and your command complete all the necessary preparations prior to your arrival at the Staff College.

All O-6’s and most post-command O-5’s students registered for the JCWS Class will be assigned to a Senior Seminar. As part of your study at JCWS, there is the potential that your seminar will visit Washington, DC. All students in these seminars will need their Class A (Service Dress) for the Washington, DC trip.
