Fleet Scholars Education Program (FSEP)
1.	FSEP is a Navy talent management initiative that provides education opportunities to community-selected unrestricted line (URL) and Information Dominance Corps (IDC) officers.  FSEP selectees will attend an accredited graduate school of their choice in residence (CONUS, Alaska and Hawaii) for up to 24 months.  Distance learning, medical and legal education are not authorized under this program. 
2.	Up to 30 opportunities are allocated for the FY-17 program. 3 Officer Billets

Naval Post-Graduate School (NPS)
1. 2500 - Special Operations/Low Intensity Conflict (18mo JAN-JUL): 8 Officer Billets / 4 Enlisted Billets
2. 3110 – Financial Management (MBA 18mo JAN-JUL): 2 Officer Billets

Graduate Education Voucher Program (GEV)
1. Up to 80 quotas are allocated for the FY-17 program. 3 NSW/EOD Billets

Olmsted Program Overview – O2 through O4
1. 	Olmsted Scholar Program offers educational grants for two years of graduate study in a foreign language and graduate educational experiences in a foreign country.

Pol-Mil Program Overview – O3 through O5
1.	Develop sub-specialists in Pol-Mil affairs and strategic planning. Officers must be accepted to one of the select civilian institutions.  (Georgetown, Harvard, JHU, Stanford, Tufts)

Federal Executive Fellowship (FEF) – O4 through O6
1.	Produces officers that are strategic leaders. Fellows serve at top level think tanks, universities and strategy institutions.  Includes the CNO - selected Council of Foreign Relations fellow.


SECNAV Tours with Industry and Various Fellowships
1.	SNTWI is a Navy talent management initiative that will provide opportunities to community-selected Service Members to observe and lead the processes of high-performing corporations for 12 months.  
2.	Up to 10-15 Officers/10-15 Enlisted opportunities for the FY-17 program.

Bowman Scholar Program
1.	Up to 14 Bowman Scholar quotas are allocated for the FY-17 Bowman Scholar program.
2.	Bowman Scholars shall participate in one-year engineering program at NPS with a June/July start. 
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
